 Acting Opportunity for all Sanborn Students!                                                        Children’s Stage Adventures (CSA), a dramatic artist’s residency, is returning to Sanborn School from February 4-9, 2013 to audition and cast students for parts in the musical version of the classic fairy tale – The Princess and the Pea.
Students planning to audition need to be preregistered with their enrollment form, parent consent and medical authorization form, photo release form, and finally $50 (look for the forms as an attachment to the weekly). Auditions start promptly at 3pm on Monday and no student will be allowed to come into the cafetorium late for it is very disruptive to the instructors and the children.
